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The Path and Current Situation of Ou Embroidery's Commercialization

and Its Artistic Value Penetration

Abstract: Wenzhou Ou embroidery is a traditional local art, and its commercialization mainly experienced three stages: the fami-
ly as the unit of embroidery, the workshop as the unit of embroidery, the factory as the unit of embroidery, and the shop as the unit of
embroidery.
